In
fact, spotting a knowledge gap and setting out to address it is generally what
makes your research worthwhile.

The goal of this form of a proposal is to provide an
overview of the significant trends in the literature that is published on this topic.

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research objectives. Please be careful not to simply “copy and paste” when citing from
the articles. Correct paraphrasing technique is vital to ensure the flow of writing is
demonstrated throughout the review.
